N [in] - integer
the number of variables for the problem,

IVARTY [out] - integer
an integer array whose i-th component indicates the type of variable i. Possible values are O (a vari-
able whose value may be any real number), 1 (an integer variable that can only take the values zero
or one) and 2 (a variable that can only take integer values).
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
